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Reading tips to share with parents

Start with what interests your child. If
your child is interested in horses then
that is the best place to start. Visit
bookshops, libraries, stables, movies
é pl aces where yol
books, brochures, videos, software
programs that are of interest. The key
is providing a way to read the material.
If the book is too difficult, try recording
it chapter by chapter for your child to
read along. Take it in turn to read one |a
page each or for struggling readers try
one sentence each. This helps your
child fill in any of the mean- ‘
ing that may have been lost
and helps with unfamiliar
words
